After breakfast depart for the Northern Frontier. Cross
the equator en-route to the parks of Samburu and
Buffalo Springs. Lunch at the lodge before an afternoon
game drive. Overnight at Samburu Sopa Lodge. (BLD)

indigeneous to this area only - Reticulated Giraffe,
Grevy’s Zebra and Oryx to name a few.

We'll take a picnic lunch with us as we drive to Lake
Nakuru crossing the Equator and through the town of
Nyahururu - training home of the famous Kenya
marathoners. Game drive en-route to the lodge.

A National Park are wildlife and botanical sanctuaries
that do not allow human habitation or use of the land
and is administered by the government. A National
Reserve is similar but under certain conditions the land
may be used for purposes other than nature
conservation. Therefore, some controlled agriculture
may be allowed. Administration is done by a body such
as a conservancy, local council or trust.
